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Professor Etienne Vermeersch was a renowned Belgian moral philosopher who
was very outspoken in his criticisms of the Vlaams Belang party and Filip
DeWinter. He co-founded the Belgian sceptic organisation Skepp and died in
January 2019.

Murray made many inflammatory comments about Muslims, in particular calling for a

ban on Muslim immigration to Europe (long before Trump):

“It is late in the day, but Europe still has time to turn around the demographic
time-bomb which will soon see a number of our largest cities fall to Muslim
majorities. It has to. All immigration into Europe from Muslim countries must
stop. In the case of a further genocide such as that in the Balkans, sanctuary
would be given on a strictly temporary basis. This should also be enacted
retrospectively. Those who are currently in Europe having fled tyrannies should
be persuaded back to the countries which they fled from, once the tyrannies
that were the cause of their flight have been removed. Conditions for Muslims in
Europe must be made harder across the board: Europe must look like a less
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attractive proposition. We in Europe owe - after all - no special dues to Islam.
We owe them no religious holidays, special rights or privileges.”
